         through g which is as follows:

d.   Use of Fund Assets:  The Scholarship(s) will be funded only by money derived from interest received from Fund assets.  Such payment shall be made by the Trustees out of the balance of the net income on hand.  All Scholarship awards will be paid directly to the academic institution as stipulated by the applicant.  The Trustee Committee has the authority to award the number of scholarships and the amount of each scholarship in any one year with approval of Christ Lutheran Church Council.  The Trustee Committee has the sole discretion to not award a Scholarship in any given year.  If, in the judgment of the Trustees, no scholarship is awarded, any surplus income accruing in any year shall be available to the Trustees for awarding of additional scholarships or increasing a scholarship in any subsequent year or may be commingled and become a part of the principle of the Scholarship Fund. 

e.   Scholarship Selection: Any applicant applying for a scholarship will be a member of Christ Lutheran Church.  The Trustee Committee will prepare and use whatever application form they deem appropriate and disseminate the application to those who wish to apply.   It is the responsibility of the Trustee Committee to select scholarship recipients from the applications submitted.  The consideration given for Scholarship selection will be based on an aggregate evaluation of academic standing and involvement in church activities, financial need, demonstration of good citizenship and social responsibilities.  Not one factor will out-weight all others.

f.   Repayment:  It is the hope of the Trustees that any amount received by any recipient of a scholarship under this Fund shall sometime in the future, at the convenience of such recipient, be repaid in full or in part to the Scholarship Fund to become part of the principle of the Scholarship Fund.  No written or other promise shall be asked of any recipient concerning the award of this scholarship.  Each recipient shall be furnished with a written or printed copy of the Paragraphs (d) through (g) of this Agreement.

g.   Scholarship Termination: The scholarship is tenable only at the will of the Trustees.  Each recipient shall be further advised that if his/her educational goals change as stipulated in the application, the Trustees will be notified.  The Trustees are not required to give any reasons for withdrawal of a Scholarship.  Any decision of the Trustees shall be final and conclusive as to the termination or withdrawal and shall not be subject to review.
