{ want to take this time to remind you of the worship opportunities for Holy Week.
Maundy Thursday there will be a service, including foot washing (optional) and prayer at
7.00 p.m. Good Friday the service will be at 7.00 p.m. And, Easter Sunday there wilt
be services at 7.00 a.m. and 9:30 a.m. with a breakfast between services. Please be
sure to invite friends!

Easter time always reminds me of my mom who passed away sixteen years ago
this Easter. During that Holy Week | was working with a group of artists and musicians
to produce a creative set of services at my local church in Napa, California. My mom
was in the hospital in Sacramento about an hour away. On Maundy Thursday, | got
everything in place at the church then drove up to the hospital with my younger brother
Harry as our mom entered surgery. Instead of being in church singing the words *Wait
for me, stay with me, wait and pray, wait and pray,” | sang them to myself from the wait-
ing room as the surgery stretched from one to three to over six hours. The next day our
mom decided to begin the process of letting go to die. Her faith never wavered and she
never showed fear. That Saturday, | came to her bedside and sang quietly her favorite
hymns. To this day when | hear “Just As | Am,” or “Eagle’s Wings," [ tear up instantly.
Then | drove home and spent the night at church, praying with friends throughout the
nightiong Easter Vigil. At 5:00 a.m., Carlton Young our musician and a viola soloist
came to play a special adagio Carlton had written for this service. The viola is not usu-
ally a solo instrument but it uniguely fit the mood of the music and for about five minutes
i was filled with the rare beauty of the alto voice of the viola married to the melody of the
piano. A few hours later as | was just finishing the service, the message came from the
hospital to come right away. My daughter Cait, then thirteen and | drove up to meet the
rest of our family, including my brothers Harry and Doug and my mom’s best friend Ellie
and her husband Lee. The last words my mom said were “I'm just fine,” as her friend
Ellie held her hand and asked her how she was. Somehow my mom knew how to hold
on and chose the day of Resurrection for her dying day.

| still miss her. | especially miss the normal, average day-to-day encounters we
shared. She always drank tea piping hot with one teaspoon of sugar even on steaming
hot Sacramento summer days. She could look at a magazine photo and design and
sew a dress for me even more perfect than the one on the page. We sometimes ar-
gued as mothers and daughters can, but we respected each other and | will never forget
how proud she was of me when [ graduated from the seminary.

Thanks, mom for forming my faith with love and for allowing me o be an “Easter
Child" in soocooo many ways. And thanks to all of you at Christ Lutheran who are also
“Easter Children, Children of God.”
